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Summary of the audit report Financial and Regularity Audit of Operations of Health Insurance Institute of Slovenia in the year 2010
The Court of Audit of the Republic of Slovenia carried out a financial and regularity audit of operations of Health Insurance Institute of Slovenia (hereinafter: Institute), which in accordance with the Health Care and Health Insurance Act acts as a compulsory health insurance provider in the territory of the Republic of Slovenia.
The audit objectives were to express an opinion on financial statements of the Institute for the year 2010 and to express an opinion on the regularity of its operations in the year 2010.
As regards financial statements for the year 2010, the Court of Audit expressed an unqualified opinion.
As regards regularity of operations in 2010, the Court of Audit expressed a qualified opinion since it established that the Institute failed to operate in accordance with public procurement regulations in awarding public contracts for the provision of services of assistance in developing information solutions for data analysis, services for upgrading hardware infrastructure of the central hub as well as services for maintaining software in the total amount of EUR 3,956,964. Moreover, the Institute as a compulsory health insurance provider, which in accordance with the Health Care and Health Insurance Act also exercises control over the fulfilment of contracts with health care service providers, failed to provide sufficient control of data on the prescription of medicinal products and services performed, in order to prevent overpayment to pharmacies in the amount of at least EUR 1,771,566. 
During the implementation of the audit, the Health Insurance Institute of Slovenia failed to eliminate all the established irregularities. Therefore the Court of Audit demanded the submission of a response report, in which the Institute was to demonstrate that it had initiated activities within the scope of its powers to regulate the status of the Railway Health Centre, demanded from pharmacies the issue of credit notes due to overpayments respectively initiated procedures for the repayment of claims as well as prepared a plan with defined activities, time limits and persons responsible for establishing control over the verification of pharmacies' invoices and a plan to ensure a regular calculation of the total value of a particular prescription respectively establish control over the regularity of such calculation.
To enable more transparent and more efficient operations in the field of medicinal products, the Court of Audit of the Republic of Slovenia provided several recommendations.
